General Rules and Information
“Class A” uniforms should be worn traveling to and from camp on Friday/Sunday, and on Saturday evening for Assembly /OA ceremonies.

Cracker Barrel will be held at the Camporee Headquarters on Friday night at 10:00 p.m. for all Scoutmasters and SPLs.  Information will be shared and reviewed on all Camporee activities.

A burger burn will also be held Friday night and will be available to all scouts and scouters.  

All Health Forms, Final Registration Form, and Short Term Camping Roster to be turned in at the Cracker Barrel by the Scoutmaster, or designated Troop representative.  Troop Health Forms are mandatory for the Troop to participate in the Camporee.  We also request Troops to notify Registration of any Special Needs for the Scouts, or Scouters attending by Registration deadline in order for us to make the Camporee enjoyable for all..

All vehicles must be removed from the campsite areas by 11:00 p.m. Friday night and may not return until after the Closing Ceremony on Sunday morning.  We request that any Troop that is planning on leaving Saturday evening notify Camporee Registration prior to the Camporee.  We encourage all Troops to attend the OA Call-out Campfire, which should be concluded by 10:00 p.m. on Saturday night.

All campfires must be built and burned inside a campfire ring.  Only small campfires are allowed at Camp Bovay.  Troops will be required to bring their own firewood and prepare campfire rings.  No wood should be taken from the property.  No campfire residue should be left in the campsite.  We request that all Troops practice Leave No Trace. 

Port-a-Cans will be located near campsites and the activities area.  There will be potable water available at several sites around the camporee area and will be designated on the site map when it is published.   

All trash should be taken out of the Bovay Scout Ranch when you leave and disposed of properly.  There are trash dumpsters available at Bovay if you choose to use them.  The dumpster is on the right side of the road shortly after you exit the camporee area and before the gate.
Check In/Out

Upon arrival, you will be given directions to your Campsite.  Please provide Registration Staff at Friday night’s Cracker Barrel, your Troops final number attending and pay by check for any additional participants.  Also, please inform Registration of any non-registered Scout, or Scouter.

When you are ready to leave on Sunday morning, send a representative to the Camp Headquarters to have a staff member visit your campsite for inspection.  If your campsite is ready for your departure, you will be given your patches and health forms.

Scouts Own Inter-Faith Worship Service

Chaplain Aides who wish to assist with the Worship Service on Sunday morning should notify the Camporee Chaplin at Friday night’s Cracker Barrel.  Further instructions will be given at that time.
