Baggage for Summer Camp!  There are packing limitations when flying Continental for summer camp.  

Recommendations:

· Your name and address must be on the outside of your baggage. 

· Make sure that the scout can carry everything from the baggage claim to the bus and then again from the bus to the campsite!

· All knives must be in checked baggage!

· Checked duffel bag or backpack contains all clothes, sleeping items, etc.

· Carry-on daypack (Optional school backpack, camelback, light pack for Camping MB to carry rain gear, notepad, pen, flashlight, etc to various MB sessions).

· Check the packing list in the Camp Jeffery Leader’s Guide for base camp.  Please note comments regarding the metal frame cots at camp. 

· Check the packing list in the Elkhorn High Adventure Leader’s Guide for HA Treks.

· Class A for traveling!  

· All snacks are one way only!  No food is allowed in tents.

· Money should NOT be packed with checked luggage.

· Notice weather could be low 40s to mid 80s!  Dress accordingly.

Continental Baggage Limitations: 

2 Checked Bags: Maximum 50 lbs and 62 linear inches (total length + width + height) per piece.

Charges will apply for:

Extra Pieces: Over your two checked pieces - $80.00+ per piece 

Oversize: Over 62 linear inches (total length + width + height) - $80.00 per piece

Overweight: Over 50 lbs and not exceeding 70 lbs - $25.00 per piece; Over 70 lbs and not exceeding 100 lbs - $50.00 per piece

Carry-on Bag: Continental will permit one bag + one small personal item per passenger to be carried on the aircraft.  The maximum combined linear measurement (L + W + H) of the carry-on bag is 51 inches. The maximum weight of the carry-on bag is 40 pounds.
