INTRODUCTION

The inaugural Aggie Eagle Program occurred November 12-13, 2004. The interest in and the reception of the event were overwhelming. Therefore, the Corps of Cadets of Texas A&M University is pleased to announce a spring Aggie Eagle Program to be held February 25-26, 2005.

WHAT IS THE AGGIE EAGLE PROGRAM?

It is a recruiting program for the Corps of Cadets of Texas A&M University. Traditionally, the Corps has 300+ members who hold the BSA Eagle or the GSA Gold Award. The Program recognizes that the same traits that motivate a youngster to join scouts also encourage them, as collegians, to join the Corps. The Spring Program will focus on juniors and seniors in high school who are Eagle Scouts or Gold Award holders. If any seniors or juniors are still actively involved in scouting, they will be considered to be on track for these honors and may attend the Program.

WHEN DOES IT TAKE PLACE?

February 25-26,2005 at Texas A&M University, College Station, Texas

WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

All attending scouts must be juniors or seniors in high school. They must be in the top half of their class. As stated above, they must hold the Eagle Scout or the Gold Award. Active participation in scouting will be deemed sufficient if they have not yet received the honors of Eagle or Gold Awards.

Seniors must have applied to Texas A&M and have a minimum score of 1050 on the SAT or 23 on the ACT.

Space is limited. Seniors will have priority, but juniors are encouraged to apply.

WHY ATTEND?

The Program will provide the scouts with a unique opportunity to see Texas A&M and to become familiar with the Aggie Corps of Cadets while in the company of their fellow scouts. Scouts will be paired with Cadets who were also scouts. Attendees will be housed in the Corps dorms.

It is an official campus visit sponsored by the Office of the Commandant of the Corps. Thus, it is an excused absence in most school districts.

Scouts will be counseled on the admission process and will receive valuable information regarding loans, scholarships and ROTC Programs. Attendees will be eligible for Corps Scholarships.

WHAT IS THE COST?

$30 per scout.

MAY PARENTS ATTEND?

Yes, parents are encouraged to attend. A special parent’s session will be conducted near the close of the Program for those parents who cannot attend the entire event. While the scouts will be housed with the Corps, parents will have to provide their own accommodations.
