Basic River classes have a video night at St. Peter Church on the Thursday before the class.  St. Peter is located on the northeast side of the intersection of Long Point and Campbell Road in Spring Branch.  Videos are mandantory to passing the class; discuss with Susan if you have a conflict.

Course prerequisites include swimming ability.  You also must have a Red Cross Fundamentals of Canoeing card.  Adult Scouts must have a SHAC yellow Flatwater Canoeing card to take the class if you are working towards the SHAC Whitewater certification (Blue card).  You need to be proficient at steering the canoe from the stern and know the basic canoe strokes by name.  You will have to pass a practical skills test in tandem canoeing skills, both bow and stern, to pass the class.  Canoes, paddles, and lifejackets will be provided.  We will paddle on the San Marcos and Upper Guadalupe rivers if there is enough water.

Class meets Friday night at 6:30 pm at Pat Isley’s house to load canoes and pick out lifejackets and paddles.  We then drive to San Marcos, stopping for supper along the way at Schoebel’s in Columbus.

We will camp at the Pecan Park Retreat campground in Martindale. TX.
Meals will not be provided, so bring lunches for Saturday and Sunday, and snacks are suggested.  Bring money for breakfast and supper at local restaurants.  The campground has toilets and showers.  Bring a comfortable chair to sit in, as well as several changes of clothes and shoes (that will stay on your feet while swimming), hat (with a strap or hat leash), sunscreen, a large water bottle, and your camping gear.  Plan to wear quick-drying clothes on the river, like nylon, acrylic, or polypro.  If you wear glasses you will need a glasses strap, like a croakie.  Bring a folder or clipboard to keep up with the handouts you will receive.  Canoes, paddles and lifejackets will be provided, but, if you have your own, you are welcome to bring it.  Once you have registered, a confirmation email will be sent out with more specific instructions and a course syllabus.  If you have questions, call or email Susan.
